In 2009 the training for the Elmira Police Depantiheonsisted of 64 training directives being ississveral of
which were related to training in new equipment aisé operation, that had been purchased by thedallice
Department; including, the Alco-Sensor FST, Trdes;ar camera systems, and
LPR(License Plate Reader) training.

The Elmira Police Department also sent one newc@d@ifficer to a basic academy,
three Officers to % Line Supervisors School, and focused trainingpfatrol on
tactical or officer safety related programs.

The highlight of the 2009 training was, with thesigtance from Chemung County
Emergency Management, the Elmira Police Departmeadtthe ability to send
several of the Evidence Technicians and most oSIMAT team to New Mexico
for training in the prevention, response, and itigasion of suicide bombing

incidents. This training consisted of five dayslaissroom lectures with a number
of hands-on and live range training where studexgp&rience the use of explosives.

In 2009 the Elmira Police Department also mad®heal steps in the creation of
the Elmira Regional Public Safety Training Centdnjch in years to come will
give the Department the ability to host Basic Roicademies, in-service
trainings, and allow Public Safety agencies fromdbhea to have a facility to
conduct their training.

OFFICER JULIAN SHEREMETA

Officer Julian “Jules” Sheremeta was born July 18', 1942 in Elmira, NY. He was a Vietham War Veteran
who served 3 % years as an Air Policeman in the Uad States Air Force. He joined the Elmira Police
Department on May 6", 1968. During his service, Officer Sheremeta reived several commendations. In
1968, he was recognized by FBI Director J. Edgar Haver for his assistance in apprehending members of
the Vern Mac Thogmartin Gang who had escaped fromgil in Mississippi. He was also credited with
assisting fellow Officer Casteline with saving a mas life on November ¢, 1975. The man was submerged
with his vehicle, in Eldridge Lake. The officers atered the water and pulled the man to safety.

He served as a Court Officer in the last years ofi& service. He retired on October %, 1992 after 24 years
of honorable service.

He died on March 39, 2010.
